The patient presents with history of cough and congestion for the past several days with reported temperature of 101 last night, pulling on his ears, decreased appetite.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough, congestion, and pulling on the ears for the past three days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Autism and history of bronchitis.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: No inflammation of tympanic membranes identified. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu and strep tests performed which were all negative.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with bronchitis.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for albuterol to use with nebulizer at home with prescription of Zithromax. Follow up as needed. Follow up with Dr. Goen, primary doctor. Also, given Ciprodex for ear discomfort without evident infection to use as needed.
