Mrs. Vinson is a 63-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her multinodular goiter. The patient was diagnosed with a multinodular goiter in 2022. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, atrial fibrillation, emphysema, anxiety, COVID, after she received the COVID vaccination with long COVID symptoms dyspnea on exertion and occasional palpitations. She reports symptoms of fatigue and difficulty swallowing. Her last thyroid ultrasound was done on 04/25/2022 indicating a dominant nodule on the right measuring 2.4 x 1.6 x 1.6 cm and this was biopsied and the results were benign and consistent with adenomatous nodular tissue.

Plan:
1. For her multinodular goiter, the patient had a thyroid ultrasound done on 04/25/2022 indicating a dominant nodule on the right measuring 2.4 x 1.6 x 1.6 cm. An FNA biopsy was done on 06/01/2022 indicating a benign pathology consistent with nodular hyperplasia with the presence of adenomatous nodular tissue. My plan is to order current thyroid ultrasound compared to the previous ultrasound.

2. I will also check a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level. I will check a TPO antibody level and a thyroglobulin antibody level as well as a TSI level in order to check for any autoimmune thyroid disease.

3. I will also check a fasting comprehensive metabolic panel as the patient was recently told that she has issues with her blood sugar.

4. She is also on prednisone 1 mg once daily for her emphysema.
