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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in head injury.  The patient tells me that he was in Germany in 1978.  The patient was in a bar.  He was playing pool.  The patient tells me that his opponent got mad.  His opponent started fist fight.  The patient tells me that he got hit on the face and head with the fist.  The opponent also used a beer mug and hit him.  The beer mug hit his face and broke his jaw.  The patient also tells me that the beer mug also hit the top of the head.  He was bleeding from top of the head towards the back of the head.   Now the patient tells me that he started bleeding.  The patient required stitches.  He tells me that he was out of consciousness for few seconds.  The patient tells me that he did not fall to the ground.  The patient tells me that he regained consciousness.  The patient has significant headache.

The patient tells me currently he has tingling sensation on the right cheek.

The patient tells me that he is currently disabled.  He is not working.

MOCA examination score is 26/30.  The patient missed two on the abstraction.  The patient also missed two on the delay recall.

It is my opinion that the patient did not sustain traumatic brain injury.  Apparently, he does not have traumatic brain injury symptoms. His symptom is now facial pain with tingling sensation on the right cheek. There is not enough evidence to suggest traumatic brain injury.
