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NEUROLOGICAL REEVALUATION REPORT
Dear Dr. Corona:

Thank you for referring Gayle White for neurological evaluation.

As you may remember, she presented with a clinical history suggesting a post-COVID syndrome with possible encephalopathy.

Her diagnostic electroencephalogram completed in Oroville by Dr. John Schmidt on December 23rd. It did not show significant changes other than the residual features of her previous craniotomy for her meningioma.

Her MR brain imaging completed in September 2022 showed ischemic white matter disease but no encephalomalacia, right parietal lobe hazy susceptibility artifact suggesting a venous anomaly but no other unusual findings, symmetrical and stable appearing hippocampi, mild ventricular prominence without flow voids. There was patchy paranasal sinus mucosal thickening but no other unusual features.

With her clinical history, she was provided with nutritional supplementation.

Initiation of L-methylfolate to her regimen has been substantially beneficial by her report.

She feels more energy. She feels more well and appears to be in the process of possibly recovering.

Her biggest problem today is the distal edema that she has in her legs and feet for which by her report she underwent an aggressive diagnostic evaluation for exclusion of thrombus.

Previous cardiology evaluation possibly identified arrhythmia for which she is on Eliquis.

Despite this, her edema is profound.
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In consideration of this and noting that she is seeing Dr. Randolph an oncologist following her clinical case at Enloe Hospital, we will refer her to cardiology for further evaluation and treatment of possible heart failure, which can be seen with a post-COVID syndrome.

I will see her back for reevaluation in the process while we continue her care.
