Dear Dr. Watson:

You requested a renal clearance for Mr. Neiman for an upcoming cardiac catheterization.  He has chronic kidney disease stage IV with a creatinine around 2.4 and a GFR of 28.  He is not on dialysis at the present time.  I do not oppose to proceed with cardiac evaluation that has priority over the kidney function.  There is always a risk for IV contrast nephropathy as well as potential cholesterol emboli.  We will advise if he is not in severe volume overload to do some normal saline hydration 1 to 2L three to four  hours before procedure as well as holding losartan for 48 hours after procedure completed and monitor kidney function in that period of time.  If I can be of any further assistance, do not hesitate to contact me.
