Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup for Mr. Lincoln hematuria and proteinuria with preserved kidney function.  Last visit in December 2021.  He is back teaching at Ithaca School.  No hospital visits.  Some chronic nasal congestion.  Episode of corona virus in September 2022.  No hospital admission.  Process lasted 24 to 48 hours.  Presently review of systems is negative.  No skin rash or joint tenderness.  No respiratory distress.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No edema.  No joint pain.  No gross blood or protein in the urine.  Review of systems is negative.  Blood pressure at home 122/86.  Offered him an in-person visit.  We did a videoconference per his request. Alert and oriented x3.  Normal speech.  No respiratory distress.  Takes only vitamins.  No antiinflammatory agents.

Labs:  Most recent chemistries December, creatinine 1.2, which is baseline since 2016.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Minor increase of bicarbonate.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Normal hemoglobin.  No anemia.  No presence of protein in the urine.
Assessment and Plan:  Hematuria presently.  No proteinuria.  Preserved kidney function close to normal to stage III, stable time.  No symptoms.  No anemia.  Normal blood pressure.  No treatment.  Everything is stable.  No indication for renal biopsy.  Come back in a year.  There has been no recurrence of prior epididymitis.  At this moment, the prior esophageal problem Jackhammer is stable overtime.  Come back in a year.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
