Dear Dr. Ferguson:

This is a followup for Mrs. Jones with chronic kidney disease, diabetes, hypertension and CHF.  Last visit November.  No hospital visit.  Denies nausea, vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, or bleeding.  No changes in urination.  Has atrial fibrillation but no chest pain or palpitations.  Stable dyspnea.  No orthopnea or PND.  No oxygen.  Prior stroke, weakness on the left-sided, uses a cane.  No falling episode.  Other review of system is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Hydralazine, Coreg, Lasix, potassium, anticoagulation with Eliquis, cholesterol triglyceride treatment, short and long-acting insulin on Neurontin.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 160/73, however at home 130-140/70.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No rales, wheezes, consolidation or pleural effusion.  Has atrial fibrillation rate less than 90, minor aortic systolic murmur.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No ascites or tenderness.  No gross edema.  The weakness on the left-sided from the prior stroke.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries February creatinine 2.3 slowly progressive overtime, but is stable for the last two years, anemia 12.2.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Present GFR 21 stage IV.  Normal calcium, albumin and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IV.  No symptoms to start dialysis.  No uremia, encephalopathy, pericarditis or pulmonary edema.

2. CHF without decompensation.

3. Prior stroke, weakness on the left-sided.

4. Atrial fibrillation anticoagulated rate less than 90.
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5. AV fistula left-sided.

6. Diabetic nephropathy proteinuria, no nephrotic syndrome.  No evidence of obstruction or urinary retention.

7. Anemia, has not required EPO treatment.

8. Normal potassium, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in the next four months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
