The patient with papilledema and headaches.  Presenting with papilledema on eye examination.  The patient had lumbar puncture, which found opening pressure to be 20 cm water pressure.  Cerebrospinal fluids were taken out.  The patient had immediate improvement of her headache.  I am concerned for this patient for intracranial hypertension or pseudotumor cerebri causing her headache and papilledema findings.  I would recommend the patient to be referred to Tertiary Center such as UCSF Neurology Department, for further evaluation.  The patient would likely be candidate for VP shunt.  I think Tertiary Center would be able to facilitate for this surgery.  The patient is having symptomatic headache.  I would recommend the patient to be seen at UCSF Neurology Department as soon as possible.
