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1. KM, 18-year-old seen with pain in the upper abdomen and vomiting, treated with Maalox, lidocaine and Zofran. No x-rays or CTs were done. The patient’s white count 10,000. Amylase and lipase okay. Urinalysis within normal limits. Sent home with Zofran, aspirin, was able to keep liquids down. She had the wrong number given to the emergency room staff.
2. GP, 79-year-old with COVID exposure. Now, COVID positive. Minimal symptoms per Dr. Ali. Given Paxlovid. No chest x-ray done. I did communicate with her regarding our policy for COVID once again. “All COVID positive patients should at least have a chest x-ray.” The patient was called and did not answer. Left message for the patient to call me back.

3. KS, is a 26-year-old woman with left medial thigh cellulitis, questionable insect bite, treated with steroid cream. The patient did not answer the phone. I would consider p.o. antibiotics for any type of cellulitic type looking lesions with or without abscess formation. Please consider p.o. antibiotics. Left message for the patient to call me back.
4. RM, is a 27-year-old with low back pain, headache, and neck pain after motor vehicle accident, treated with Toradol in the emergency room. C-spine and L-spine negative. Sent home with muscle spasm and all types of sprains and strains with Motrin and Flexeril, doing much better today. He was happy with Dr. Ali.

5. GA, 70-year-old woman with *__________*. *__________*
6. G, 18-year-old, recommended to see a mental health specialist. The patient was happy with Dr. Ali.
The patient’s urinalysis was totally negative before leaving the office.
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
