PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, diabetes mellitus, arthritis, and depression.
MEDICATIONS: See chart.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple with slight adenopathy without tenderness. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu and strep tests performed here as well in addition which were both negative.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: COVID infection with history of immunizations and mild bronchitis.
PLAN: Given dexa and Rocephin with a prescription for Medrol and Z-PAK. Follow up as needed and for routine care.
