CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of dandruff and itching on the hairs.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he started feeling dryness in the scalp and there was significant dandruff. Also, he has noticed few lesions on the scalp on the scratching was bleeding. There was no pus formation.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
