CLINICAL INDICATION:
Neurological evaluation with history of left hemihypesthesia.

Remote history of suspected TIA.

Recent MR brain imaging showing ischemic white matter disease.

CURRENT COMPLAINTS:
Some cognitive decline and dyssomnia.

Dear Dr. Carlson, Dr. Mimbs & Professional Colleagues,
Thank you for referring Mr. William Scott Rutherford for neurological evaluation with his recent history of hemihypesthesia, remote history of TIA, and findings of lumbar degenerative disease.

He has additional clinical findings on examination today suggesting a possible cervical radiculopathy for which MR imaging of the cervical spine will be completed.

In consideration for his complaints of cognitive impairment, we will be obtaining high-resolution 3D neuroquantitative brain MR imaging while he completes the NIH quality-of-life questionnaires for further evaluation of his capacity.

His neurological examination today appears unchanged from Dr. Mimbs’ notes with essentially preserved deep tendon reflexes and no unusual pathological signs other than a possible Hoffmann’s response.

There appears to be no significant motor weakness in the upper or lower extremities and sensory examination remains preserved all modalities.
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He demonstrates no serious ataxia.

In consideration for his additional clinical history of possible dyssomnia, we are requesting home sleep testing to exclude suspected sleep apnea, which will be contributing to his presentation.

I will be seeing him for followup with results of his imaging studies and testing.

I will send a followup report then with further recommendations.
