History: Ms. Marino was accompanied by her mother. Ms. Marino was wheelchair bound. She is not speaking too much, but she has started physical therapy. She has started speech therapy. She has right hemiparesis and is wheelchair bound. I reviewed the paperwork that mother had gotten. She used to see some doctor before who retired now and in place of that she was seeing some doctor or nurse practitioner at St. Joseph and the patient does not want to go back there. The last labs that I have revealed that the patient was anemic with hemoglobin of 8.8 and it has been few months since she had the blood work, so I decided to order a lab that included CBC, CMP, lipid, TSH, iron and iron-binding capacity. The second problem was the patient’s mother states her face skin gets dry and itchy at times and wants fluocinonide 0.5% to be applied p.r.n. to the face, which is okay with me. The patient’s mother states she has a machine and she likes to check her blood sugars because she has prediabetes and wanted some lancets as she had the machine and the strips, Lancets were ordered. As the patient requested, fluocinonide cream was ordered. A complete lab was ordered and the patient will be seen in the office in next two weeks.
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
