History: Mr. Heslip was seen today. His A1c is 5.8. His PSA was increased to 19.14 from 18.26. He has seen urologist. He has been told he needs a prostate surgery, but the patient has not made up his mind. The patient is noncompliant in that I had sent a Cologuard for him; he still has the box, in April 2022, but has not sent it yet. He promises me he is going to try to do that again. A Mini-Cog that was included in MMSE was done on 12/19/22. The patient had seen an eye doctor in June 2021, which shows no retinopathy and he stated this was good for two years. The patient’s med list was reconciled. The patient has abnormal kidney function. In April 2022, his BUN was 28 and creatinine was 1.97. On 03/03/23, his BUN was 29 and creatinine was 2.13, which is elevated. I told him that is at least 40% kidney function only. The patient states he understands all that. He is trying to do a little job after he retired driving a small school bus for PIST and working as a bus aide. He works from 6:00 to 8:30 in the morning and then from 2:30 to 5:30 p.m. in the evening. He understands what he has to do.

Allergies: Include LISINOPRIL, LOSARTAN and CODEINE with bad cough.

His sugar is good.

Medications: His med list include 

1. Amlodipine 10 mg a day.
2. Tamsulosin 0.4 mg a day.
3. Glimepiride 2 mg a day.
4. Simvastatin 40 mg a day.

5. Carvedilol 25 mg twice a day.

6. Viagra 100 mg as necessary.

Plan: He will be seen in the office in a month. He is advised to seek a urology doctor. We had referred him to Scott & White urology, he does not want to go there. The St. Joseph urologist feels his prostate is too big for them to handle, so he has to be seen somewhere else by a more specialist in prostate for his enlarged prostate.
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
