6. He has had right carotid endarterectomy.
He has overall done well. His med list reconciled. He is advised labs. Medicare physical was billed and he is going to be seen in the office in two weeks after his labs. I discussed at length advance care planning. The patient, Mr. Amin as well as Mrs. Amin get direct deposit of social security checks in the bank and I made it clear with them about having a will; they both are 90 years old and do not have a will. Mrs. Amin stated at that time that she is making it clear to me that she wants to leave all her money to her youngest son, Mr. Pragnesh Amin; the daughter was standing there and she understood also. She states she has two other sons living in Pennsylvania, but she does not want to hand over anything of her part to them. I told that even if like writing a simple note that in her good state of mind that this is what she wants to do and the daughter as well as her husband could be witnesses and keep papers, so that it can be taken as a will. All other parts of advance care planning were also discussed at length.
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
