Mrs. Pullen is a 68-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her multinodular goiter. The patient was diagnosed with a multinodular goiter in January 2023. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, GERD, headaches, anxiety and depression. For her diabetes, she is on glipizide 10 mg twice a day and Januvia 100 mg once daily. The patient reports symptoms of fatigue and dry skin. For her multinodular goiter, she has a dominant nodule on the left measuring 2.9 cm. FNA biopsy of this nodule done in January 2023 was benign. The patient had a hysterectomy in 1995. She reports some compressive symptoms at the thyroid.

Plan:
1. For her multinodular goiter, the patient had a thyroid ultrasound dated November 2022 and they did an FNA biopsy of the dominant nodule on the left measuring 2.9 cm and the results were benign. The next plan is to get a thyroid ultrasound to check on this nodule in July 2023.

2. I will order a thyroid function panel including a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level as well as a TPO antibody level, a thyroglobulin antibody level and a thyroid stimulating immunoglobulin level.

3. For her type II diabetes, she is on Januvia 100 mg daily and glipizide 10 mg twice daily. We will check a current hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel.

4. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

5. For her hyperlipidemia, check a current lipid panel.
