HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 1-year-old little boy. Mother brings him in; she suspects he might be having some abdominal pain as he has diarrhea, has some nausea and vomiting, several episodes of it yesterday and one bout of it this morning. Other than that, he has been playing well. He has not had any fever today. He did have a slight fever yesterday.

No other issues brought forth. Mother states he is voiding normally and normal bowel movements.

We tried to get him to void first and examine the urine and we were unsuccessful at doing that. Mother is going to keep a close eye on him.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and sibling. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, works well with me today on the exam. He seems as like a delightful little guy. He does not seem to be in any distress whatsoever, a bit apprehensive as I approach him, but mother easily consoles him.

VITAL SIGNS: Respirations 16. Temperature 98.1. Weight 24.4 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable. Ears are clear. They have cerumen in each canal, but there is no blockage. I have advised mother to do a better job in cleaning the ears. I can clearly see the tympanic membranes without erythema. Oropharyngeal area: No erythema. Tonsils, however, are probably +1. There is no strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa moist.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are present and within normal limits.
We did a flu test on him today and that was negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Stomach virus and nausea. The patient will be given Zofran 4 mg/5 mL, 2.5 mL t.i.d. p.r.n. nausea.

2. Fever control. Motrin 100 mg/5 mL, 5 mL twice a day p.r.n. as needed, 60 mL.

3. He is going to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, mother is going to monitor symptoms and then return to clinic or call if not improving.
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
