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1. GF, 57-year-old woman with trauma to the forearm yesterday, now red, hot and swollen. CBC, CMP and x-ray negative. Treated with clindamycin. The patient did not answer the phone.

2. WS, 37-year-old woman with history of spinal fusion, fell while mopping, had an x-ray done by Dr. Jackson, negative. She has plenty of pain medication at home, but she wishes she had a CT. She asked for CT. Dr. Jackson said “no”. The patient has an appointment to see the neurosurgeon, but she has to wait two weeks. She might go back to the emergency room or go to Kingwood to get a CT scan done.

3. TW, 41-year-old woman with abdominal pain, status post hernia repair. Dr. Jackson did a full workup including urinalysis, CBC, CT and CMP, all were negative. The patient did have mild urinary tract infection which was treated. The patient was happy with the care.

4. BL, 81-year-old with stomach pain and vomiting. Workup by Dr. Jackson was complete. CBC, CMP, amylase, urinalysis and CT all negative. Diagnosed with urinary tract infection. Treated with sulfa drugs and Zofran and in the ER received Zofran and Toradol. The patient was able to eat before she was discharged. 23-hour observation may have been ordered just because of her age; otherwise all the rest of blood work was negative.
5. EL, 53-year-old gentleman fell yesterday and today, he is complaining of headache and dizziness, on aspirin and nitroglycerin. Lab was negative. No CT was done. The patient was sent home with no medication. Consider CT scan in a patient with clear-cut concussion and worsening symptoms in 24 hours; today, with headache, dizziness, and nausea and vomiting.

6. HG, is an 18-month-old baby with vomiting. Dr. Jackson examined the patient. No lab. No swabs were done. Treated the patient with Pepcid. The patient was sent home after p.o. challenge was successful. Left message for mother to call me.

7. VG, 19-year-old with head and arm injury, assaulted by ex-boyfriend, contusion and sprain were diagnosed. All x-rays were negative. Appropriate x-rays were ordered. The patient did not answer the phone.
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8. VH, 9-year-old with finger injury. X-rays negative. Sent home with ice, Motrin, and supportive care. Mother was happy with the care.

9. LV, 6-year-old with hit on the head while playing softball. X-rays were negative, was sent home with ice, Motrin, and a wrap with closed head injury precautions. Mother did not answer the phone.

10. AW, body ache and had tested positive at home. Dr. Jackson did _______ stable. He did not do a chest x-ray, but did send the patient home with Paxlovid. Dr. Jackson needs to be made aware of our policies regarding positive COVID patients.
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
