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1. ST, 31-year-old with headache. Vital signs were stable. All the swab tests were negative. The patient was given Bromfed which the patient could not find because it is on backorder. She was very upset. Dr. Ali only looked in her throat and did not listen to her. She went to a different urgent care, got antibiotics, took it till today to finally get better. My findings were texted to Dr. Ali and I have not heard back from her as of yet.

2. AL, 20-year-old with stabbing in the face. Police was called. Head CT was negative. Dr. Ali ordered facial bone x-rays, that were negative. Consider CT of the head and face with any type of penetrating injuries. The patient was sent home with Motrin and Augmentin. She liked Dr. Ali nevertheless.

3. TW, 37-year-old with shortness of breath, sinus pain, and headache. Blood pressure elevated at 170/108. Chest x-ray showed pneumonia, CBC with mild anemia and CMP negative. Given Toradol in the emergency room. Sent home with steroids and Z-PAK. The patient is feeling somewhat better.

4. CB, is a 32-year-old woman with extreme headache, history of migraine headaches, treated with Zofran and Imitrex. Headache resolved. No CT or labs were done. She was not sent home on any medication. Left message for the patient to call me back.
5. MH, is a 51-year-old woman with abdominal pain. She was given Zofran and Toradol. Status post cholecystectomy. CBC stable. LFTs elevated with alkaline phosphatase in the 250 range. Amylase and lipase okay. Urinalysis okay. Consider CT of the abdomen even in face of cholecystectomy, consider hepatitis profile. The patient did not answer her phone.

6. RB, 29-year-old with left knee pain. X-rays were negative. Sent home with Motrin and ice. She is still having pain, but liked Dr. Ali and is going to see her primary care physician.

7. *__________* 44-year-old with stuffy nose, sore throat, cough, and trouble breathing. All swab tests were negative. She was treated with Bromfed. She did not answer the phone.
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8. ST, is a 4-year-old child with ear drainage. Positive strep. Positive flu. Treated with Augmentin and Tamiflu. Father states he is doing better. No complaints regarding the provider.
9. OM, 47-year-old with stable angina which she was hospitalized for observation. The patient did not have any issues during the observation. Liked Dr. Ali very much. Since discharge, has had a stress test which was negative as well.
10. XM, 8-year-old with headaches, sore throat, stomachache, and congestion. Diagnosed with URI, dermatitis, and constipation. Treated with Bromfed. Swab tests were negative. Mother states that the rash is getting worse, but the cough is better and the temperature is improving. She has an appointment with a pediatrician today. Please consider documenting whether or not the rash blanches.
