HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 11-month-old little girl. Mother brings her in due to having fever, runny nose and also was exposed to the flu by another relative. She has a fever today of 101, altered activity as well; she just wants to be clingy and clinging onto mother today. Mother easily consoles her. Also, mother believes her to have sore throat as well and decreased eating level noted by mother.
As far as mother is concerned, she has not noticed any alteration in urination or bowel movements.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake. She is clinging towards the mother today.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Mild tympanic membrane erythema on the right and worse on the left. Oropharyngeal area: Tonsils +2 and erythematous.
SKIN: Across the neck and upper chest, there seems to be a streptococcal type rash as well.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Normal respirations are observed.
HEART: Tachycardic at approximately 115. Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur.
Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

LABORATORY DATA: By way of labs, we did a flu test and a strep test, they were both negative today.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute tonsillitis. It does look as though it might be streptococcal involvement.

2. The patient will get Keflex 250 mg/5 mL, 4 mL p.o. b.i.d. x10 days, 80 mL. She is going to make sure she gets plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitors for improvement and return to clinic or call me if not improving.
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
