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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 82-year-old, patient of Bobbie Jo Alcazar, ARNP who referred the patient to the office for evaluation of the kidney function. There is a fluctuation in the kidney function and that probably is related to hemodynamic changes rather than alteration of the kidney function by itself. This patient on 01/11/23 had a creatinine of 1.1 and one week later, a creatinine of 1.4. The patient does not have proteinuria. The protein creatinine ratio is satisfactory. The retroperitoneal ultrasound that was done on 01/18/2023, the right kidney is 9.4 cm and the left kidney is 8.9 cm without evidence of alterations in the cortex, calcifications of hyperechogenicity.

2. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control with the administration of atorvastatin.

4. The patient has osteoporosis, taking alendronate on a weekly basis. At this point, we are going to return the patient to the care of the primary care. If they deem necessary for us to give followup, we will be more than happy to.
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
