The patient was seen via Doxy. He has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: David described that he is feeling all right. He is taking his medication. Denies any hallucination or any paranoid delusion. The patient was started on Prolixin 5 mg b.i.d to control his paranoia. He described the medication has been helping and he is sleeping all right. Currently he is taking olanzapine 20 mg daily. He was alert and oriented and somewhat guarded and superficial, but he states everything is fine and he is going for physical next week. I further explained that once he gets the result he should send a copy to me. When I asked him how much his weight is he stated 200 plus. I further discussed that he should continue work on his diet and weight and some exercise and may look into the cholesterol profile when he goes to the physician for the medical checkup to which he has agreed. There was no involuntary movement. There were no suicidal thoughts. No side effect.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective chronic, paranoid.

PLAN: Continue Prolixin 5 mg b.i.d, olanzapine 20 mg at bedtime, 30-days medication was ordered. Risk, benefit and side effects were explained. The patient was encouraged to compliance with the medication.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
