SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Peter was recently discharged from Accession Oakland Hospital. He was admitted following a suicidal ideation. He was nervous and was getting overwhelmed that his social security was stopped. However he described that he is working on it and it will be reinstated. He also indicated he denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucination. He is still taking his medication. He is on Klonopin 1 mg b.i.d and Adderall 30 mg two times a day. The patient was alert and oriented moderately obese Caucasian male. His mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. Judgment and insight is improving. I also encouraged that he has to work on his diet, weight and also some exercise as he has diabetes, high weight and also blood pressure. It was encouraged that he should follow with the primary care doctor. The patient denies any use of alcohol or drugs.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective chronic, paranoid rule out schizoaffective disorder bipolar type, attention deficit disorder.

PLAN: Continue Klonopin 1 mg b.i.d., Adderall 30 mg twice a day. The patient had been taking Haldol 10 mg twice a day and also injection of Haldol Decanoate 100 mg intramuscularly every month. The patient wants to go back to his old psychiatrist as he has returned from the vacation so follow up appointment was not given.
