CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of pain in the gums.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed pain in the gums of the lower denture and it was on and off for past few days and now it is more painful upon chewing. The patient has not noticed any bleeding.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or skin rashes.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals tenderness of the gums in the lower denture otherwise, unremarkable. There is no bleeding or pus formation.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
