CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of burning urination and unprotected sexual intercourse.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had unprotected sexual encounter few days ago and after that the patient developed irritation in the urinary tract and he did not see any blood in the urine and there was no discharge and the patient had no fever or chills and the patient has intercourse with familiar female with no apparent illness.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chills, oral sex, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary frequency, leg pain or calf pain, swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or high fever.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hyperthyroidism and he is currently taking methimazole 10 mg once a day as per the endocrinologist.
ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single and he works as an engineer. The patient has no history of alcohol abuse or substance abuse.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. There is no organomegaly. There is no suprapubic or CVA tenderness.
Genital examination is unremarkable without any lymphadenopathy and there is active discharge and there are also no rashes on the penis.

EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.
