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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Clinical case of a 71-year-old type I diabetic that we followed in the practice. The patient has CKD stage II. He is a very reliable compliant patient. He has a laboratory workup done on 03/01/2023. His creatinine is 1, the BUN is 12 and the patient has normal serum electrolytes. The albumin is 4.4. The urinalysis without activity and the urinary sediment. He has an estimated GFR 79 mL/min. The patient has a hemoglobin A1c of 5.9.

2. Arterial hypertension that is under control. Today, his blood pressure is 137/58. The patient weighs 251 pounds. His BMI is 31.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. The total cholesterol is 150, HDL is 67 and LDL is 66. Type I diabetic with hemoglobin A1c as I mentioned before 5.9.

4. Coronary artery disease status post stent placement. The patient is followed by Dr. Siracuse. He had a stress test that apparently was not conclusive of abnormality. In her progress note, Dr. Siracuse is mentioning that if he develops any symptoms, the patient is to call her and they will do a cardiac catheterization. We are going to reevaluate this case in six months with laboratory workup.

We invested 6 minutes examining the blood work, in the face-to-face 15 minutes and documentation 7 minutes.
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
