Dear Ms. Prendergass:

Thank you for referring Ms. Eileen Diaram for infectious disease evaluation.

The patient was recently diagnosed with positive RPR, which was mildly elevated.

The patient denies any recent sexual activity. Her husband died in 2001 from liver disease of unknown cause. The patient also reports spot on the lung and increased pigmentation of the face as well as pelvic pain and UTIs.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Positive for hypothyroidism, glaucoma, and poor dentition.

MEDICATIONS: Include levothyroxine, omeprazole, and vitamin D.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies drinking, smoking or IV drug abuse.

FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for hypertension.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No headache, earache, toothache, visual disturbances or weight loss.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well-nourished and well-developed female.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/70, pulse 76, respiratory rate 18, temperature 98, height 5’4” and weight 180 pounds.
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HEENT: Head: Normal. Ears: Normal. Nose: Normal.
NECK: No rigidity. No thyromegaly.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No masses. No guarding. No rebound.

EXTREMITIES: No cyanosis. No clubbing. No edema.
SKIN: Hyperpigmented area over the forehead.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal. Cranial nerves II through XII intact.

LABS: Unavailable at this time. No supporting labs were sent for the patient at this time.

IMPRESSION: History of positive RPR with low-level titer. We will obtain FTA-ABS as well as screening for Lyme disease, HIV and hepatitis C. As mentioned, her husband died from end-stage liver disease of unknown etiology. We will forward results to your attention when available. We will follow up with the patient and offer treatment if necessary; at this point, no treatment needed.

We will follow up with you and add further recommendations as needed.
