BREWER, ELIZABETH
This is an 88-year-old woman being recertified for hospice today. The patient was admitted to hospice with pulmonary fibrosis, shortness of breath, cerebrovascular accident, heart failure, cardiac cachexia, cardiac valve disorder, esophageal mass, anemia and achalasia. Since admission to hospice, the patient’s pulmonary fibrosis has gotten worse. She is requiring oxygen. Of course, she has symptoms of air hunger and has been treated both with oxygen and anti-anxiety medication. The patient also appears to be more in pain requiring medication on a regular basis. The patient lives with her daughter, Patricia. The daughter states that mother has had symptoms of gastroesophageal reflux and difficulty swallowing. The patient is a high risk of aspiration now. Because of that, the patient has shown 4 pounds of weight loss. The patient now weighs 85 pounds. The patient is total ADL dependent, KPS score of 40% and bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient is expected to live less than six months and showing decline consistent with her both pulmonary fibrosis and other morbidities.
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
