Dear Dr. Moon:

This is a followup for Mr. Lombard who has advanced renal failure and hypertension.  Last visit in January.  AV fistula placed left-sided about two weeks ago, minor discomfort, edema.  No stealing syndrome, weakness or ulcers.  Comes accompanied with family member.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  Still making good amount of urine.  No gross edema or claudication symptoms.  No chest pain, syncope, increased dyspnea, orthopnea, PND, pruritus or decreased mental status.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Noticed the phosphorus binder, blood pressure HCTZ, losartan, antibiotics for potential wound infection prophylaxis.

Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 132/40 on the right-sided.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No pericardial rub.  Appears to be regular.  No abdominal tenderness or ascites.  No edema or focal neurological deficit.  Question memory issues.  AV fistula left brachial area.  No stealing syndrome.  Good bruits.
Laboratory Data:  Most recent chemistries creatinine 3.7 which is baseline for a GFR of 16 stage IV and V with normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Anemia 9.4 with a normal white blood cell and platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IV to V.
2. AV fistula left brachial area.
3. Hypertension appears well controlled.
4. Normal potassium and acid base.
5. Normal nutrition.
6. Well controlled phosphorus, on binders.
7. Anemia EPO treatment to keep hemoglobin above 10.
8. We start dialysis based on symptoms which he does not have.  We discussed about home dialysis, peritoneal dialysis and catheter placement that he would like to think about it.  Come back in the next 6 to 8 weeks.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
