The patient presents with history of sore throat and fever for two days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Having strep every six months or so, last time in September; mother states several times a year. Goes to preschool with exposure there.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema and increased size of both tonsils with faint exudates. Neck: Without adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
Strep test obtained which was positive for strep.
PLAN: The patient was given prescription for amoxicillin, with followup p.r.n., with consideration of ENT referral if continues to have recurrent strep infections.
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
