DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Clinical case of a 68-year-old white male that has a history of arterial hypertension that has been very well controlled. The patient is following the recommendations regarding the decrease in the sodium intake, decrease in the fluid intake and is taking the medications. The patient remains with a body weight of 192 pounds. The BMI is 24.7, which is normal and the blood pressure reading is 125/70. He has a kidney function that is normal. The serum creatinine is 0.7 and the estimated GFR is 98. There is no evidence of proteinuria. Selective and nonselective is negative.

2. He has a tendency to have hyperglycemia. He was placed on Farxiga, has been taking the Farxiga and the hemoglobin A1c is 6%.

3. The patient has been followed by cardiologist, Dr. Torres. The stress test was negative. The patient is asymptomatic.

4. The patient has hyperlipidemia that is under control.
