DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 83-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of the CKD stage IV. The patient has been following the diet and has been losing weight. Today, he is 211 pounds. The heaviest that we have seen him in the office is 248 pounds. The patient is feeling much better and he is in fairly stable condition. In the laboratory workup that was done on 02/21/2023, the creatinine is 2.3 and the estimated GFR is 26 mL/min and there is no evidence of significant proteinuria.

2. The patient has a history of hyperkalemia. The potassium is 4.7 mEq/L. He has it under control.

3. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. The patient is followed by the cardiologist, Dr. Bhandare.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. Mr. Bertetto is doing very well. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months with laboratory workup. We are going to include the hemoglobin A1c as well, the uric acid, vitamin D and the kidney function.

We invested 7 minutes in the interpretation of the lab, in the face-to-face 12 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
