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ECHO Report

The patient’s initial echocardiogram was done on 02/06/1983 and then a limited echocardiogram was done at no charge on 02/27/2023 further evaluation of aortic valve.

Also, please note that this patient was very difficult to image and various structures could not be well recorded.

Initial Impression:

1. Severe aortic stenosis. Aortic valve area by planimetry is 0.95 cm2. The mean gradient across the aortic valve is 14.5 mmHg. The dimensionless index is 0.42.

2. Normal left ventricular systolic function. Ejection fraction 65%.

3. Mild left ventricular diastolic dysfunction.

4. Left atrial pressure above 15 mmHg.

5. These findings suggest that left ventricular filling pressure is increased.

6. Mild mitral annular calcification.

7. Mildly dilated ascending aorta at 3.9 cm.

8. Mild left atrial enlargement.

9. Mild tricuspid regurgitation. The right ventricular systolic pressure is 25 mmHg.
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
