PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 134/70, temperature 97.4, heart rate 74, respirations 18, and oxygen saturation 96% on room air. Physical examination grossly unchanged at this time.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Obese male. Continue current therapy and diet control.

2. Alzheimer’s dementia. Continue current medications and assistance with ADLs. Continue hospice.

4. Hypertension. Continue current medications.
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
