CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also has urinary incontinence.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has urinary urgency for past several weeks and it is progressively getting worse. The patient had a similar episode last year and seen urologist. The patient denied any burning urination or blood in the urine.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe back pain, skin rashes, or depression.
ALLERGIES: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient has a pacemaker and cystoscopy.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father has coronary artery disease and passed away and mother had diabetes mellitus and passed away.
PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed in detail.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he is currently retired and the patient was an architect. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use and he has three adult children. The patient’s exercise is mostly walking and he is on low-salt healthy diet.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

Chest is symmetrical without any deformity and there is no axillary lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
