CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with complaints of dysuria and slight frequency for the past two days.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She describes a buzzing type sensation in her left ear for over a year with prior evaluations, advice to get MRI, waiting for insurance to change. She states she uses Q-tip to clean ears. Advised to stop using Q-tips and use ear drops or ear kit instead. The patient has history of long-standing renal failure with home dialysis daily at night with followup with nephrologist every two months. Urinalysis and urine culture obtained showed presence of glucose of 100, trace blood, protein greater than 300, and leukocytes negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Slight suprapubic tenderness without guarding. No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Urinary tract infection and renal failure by history with history of diabetes mellitus, hypertension, and hyperlipidemia.
PLAN: UA and C&S as above. Advised to stop using Q-tips to clean ears, but can use ear kits instead with followup with ENT when insurance changes for further evaluation and possible MRI recommended before. She was given prescription of Bactrim Double Strength to take one daily for 10 days because of concern about antibiotic levels with renal failure without lab work on chart. Recommend followup when insurance changes for complete evaluation.
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
