Mr. Labozzetta is a 75-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2013. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, anemia, coronary artery disease status post aortic valve replacement and aneurysm repair. For her diabetes he is on metformin 500 mg for breakfast and 500 mg for lunch and 1000 mg for supper. He also takes glimepiride 4 mg twice daily. The patient tries to maintain a low carbohydrate high protein diet. His last hemoglobin was 7.3%.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes at this time my recommendation is to have goal of his hemoglobin A1c to be less than 7% and also reduction in his weight. I will recommend adding Trulicity 0.75 mg once weekly and adjusting metformin 500 mg twice a day and glimepiride 4 mg twice daily and recheck a hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to his return in one month.

2. The patient is followed by his cardiologist. He has coronary artery disease and he has aortic valve replacement. He also has been experiencing some irregular heart beat and his cardiologist will be placing him on a cardiac monitor.

3. For her hypertension continue current therapy.

4. For his hyperlipidemia, he will check a lipid panel.
