1. AA, 3-year-old with possible strep symptoms. Temperature 99, nonseptic, diagnosed with Flu A. Mother declined Tamiflu. Doing better now. Happy with the care.

2. JF, 64-year-old with neck and body ache. Blood pressure 200/98 with history of hypertension after he fell down a ladder. X-rays and CT of the lumbar were negative. Labetalol 10 mg given and Toradol 60 mg. CBC, CMP, cardiac, all the x-rays, and CT scans including chest x-ray, CT of the head, lumbar CT, and cardiac evaluations were all negative. He was discharged on no medications. He is still having lot of pain. I spoke to his wife to go and see his primary care physician to get an MRI because he states he is not able to walk, but has no neurological emergencies and that was discussed with the patient and the wife, but they are going to see their PCP today for MRI of the C-spine and L-spine. He was happy with the care.

3. QB, 12-year-old with a foreign object lodge in the left ear removed. Mother was happy with the care. 
4. BT, 79-year-old status post fall with hip pain. X-rays negative. Treated with diclofenac, was doing better. The pain comes back now. She states she was happy with the care very much and she is going to see her doctor to make sure it is not a pinch nerve.

5. BM, is a 29-year-old woman with shortness of breath, cough, and congestion. Workup was negative. Treated with prednisone and Singulair. Doing better. Happy with the care. Liked Dr. Maedo.

6. AM, 30-year-old with allergic reaction consistent with rash. No shortness of breath. Decadron 6 mg, Benadryl 50 mg, and morphine 2 mg. CBC and CMP negative. Sent home with Medrol. Doing much better. Happy with the care.

7. JT, is a 33-year-old woman with panic attacks and anxiety symptoms. EKG, lab, and cardiac workup negative. Toradol relieved her chest pain. Sent home with Restoril. She liked Dr. Maedo and her explanation. She is going to a specialist today.
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8. PS, 44-year-old with left shoulder pain and neck pain secondary to MVA. Workup x-rays were done completely. Diagnosed with sprain and contusions. C-spine was negative. Toradol and tizanidine given to take home. They did not answer the phone. Left message.

9. LB, 6-year-old with a rash, nosebleed and cough. Diagnosed with otitis media. Treated with Decadron, prednisone and Amoxil. Doing much better today. Mother was happy with the care.

10. TD, 20-year-old with flu-like symptoms. Swab test negative. Treated with albuterol, Flomax, and Bromfed. She was happy with the care received. Doing better.

11. LH, is a 38-year-old woman with anxiety, chest pain, and left AMA. When I called the patient, no one answered to see why they left.

12. DJ, is a 29-year-old with flu-like symptoms. Vital signs are stable. Minimal symptoms. Swab testing negative. Treated with Bromfed, doing better, was happy with the care.

13. JG, 23-year-old with right arm pain status post fall at work, dislocated elbow, fractured scaphoid, sent out for surgery, doing well post surgery, now happy with the care.

14. MB, 8-year-old with flu-like symptoms. Vital signs are stable, but diagnosed with Flu B. Chest x-ray negative. Treated with albuterol, Bromfed and Tamiflu. Doing better except for the cough. Mother was happy with the care.

15. TB, 15-year-old with flu-like illness. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with allergic rhinitis. Treated with Astelin and Flonase. Doing better today. 

16. ZL, 39-year-old woman with frequent urination, flank pain. No fever. White count 8.5. CMP negative. Urinalysis shows UTI. CT shows no hydronephrosis. No stones. Treated with Zofran, Rocephin, and Levaquin. Doing better now and was very happy with the care received.
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
