CHAY, PEDRO

HISTORY: This is a 48-year-old gentleman here with pain in his perineal area. The patient states that symptoms started last night and has gotten worse since then. He denies trauma.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies chills or myalgia. Denies nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. Denies increased temperature.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.

Blood pressure 140/92.

Pulse 81.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.2.

PERINEAL AREA: He has a slight localized erythematous macule between his scrotal sac and his rectum. No fluctuance. No mass. No induration. It is tender to palpation. No bleeding or discharge.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: No distention. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Perineal cellulitis.

2. Medication refill.

3. Perineal pain.

PLAN: The patient requests a refill of his fenofibrate; he said he is almost out. He was advised that we needed to have his labs drawn, but he indicated that he is not financially prepared to have labs drawn today, he will return on another day when he has enough money. His medication was refilled; fenofibrate 160 mg one p.o. daily for 30 days #30. He was also sent home with:

1. Doxycycline 100 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.

2. Mobic 15 mg one p.o. daily for 21 days #21.

He was given a request for a CT scan to be done for his abdomen and pelvis with contrast to asses for abscess in that area. He was advised where to go and get that CT scan from. He was strongly encouraged to go to the emergency room if he has no improvement within a day or two.
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
