HISTORY: This is a 63-year-old gentleman here for followup.
The patient stated that he was in a local emergency room, diagnosed with pneumonia, was admitted for two days where he had IV antibiotics, breathing treatment, discharged and was sent home with Levaquin which he completed yesterday. He stated he is here for followup. He stated that he still coughs and cough brings up clear sputum, but denies significant chest pain or short of breath. He states he is feeling much better compared to when he was seen a couple of days ago.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, obese gentleman in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 95%.

Blood pressure 130/71.

Pulse 81.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Poor inspiratory and expiratory effort, goes into a cough fit with deep inspiration, but there are no adventitious sounds.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Pneumonia (improving).
2. Coughing.

Documentation from his ER visit was reviewed which confirmed history of pneumonia, discharged with Levaquin. The patient was advised to increase fluids.
He was given the following prescription:
1. Albuterol inhaler 2.5 mg/3 mL, he will use 3 mL with his home nebulizer t.i.d. p.r.n. for cough/wheezing.

2. Nebulizer machine #1 with mask and tubing, he will use this three times a day with albuterol for continuous coughing.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
