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1. DF, is a 21-year-old with vaginal bleeding. UPT negative. Urinalysis negative. Diagnosed with vaginitis. Placed on Diflucan already better. Liked the physician very much.

2. DH, 7-year-old with cough and congestion. Swab test negative. Treated with prednisone and albuterol for reactive airway disease, doing much better, happy with care.
3. CF, 22-year-old with molar pain. Blood pressure elevated. Heart rate slightly up. Diagnosed with gingivitis and dental caries and treated with Augmentin. Did not answer the phone.
4. AK, 8-year-old with sore throat and fever. Vital signs stable. Strep test positive. Treated with Amoxil. Doing a little bit better today, but still coughing.
5. JB, 21-year-old with cough. Vital signs stable. Diagnosed with reactive airway disease, allergic rhinitis, and asthma. Given prednisone and Singulair. Already much better. Happy with Dr. Maedo.

6. JM, 24-year-old with hand injury. X-ray is negative. Diagnosed with contusion. Given injection for Toradol and the patient was happy with the work done on him.

7. JL, 3-year-old child with a cut on her cheek. Dr. Maedo wanted to have the patient transferred to Texas Children’s, but instead mother and father drove the patient. They were happy with the care received at Deerbrook. At Texas Children’s, they looked at her and sent her home, did not do any other x-rays or any other workup and mother was disappointed that they had to go and wait. I told them that is necessary to make sure there is nothing else going on and to be seen by a pediatric specialist.

8. EP, is a 48-year-old patient who fell, with upper back pain and right-sided chest pain. Vital signs stable. O2 sat stable. Treated with Toradol. Chest x-ray negative. Diagnosed with chest wall contusion.

9. TM, is a 29-year-old with cough and mucus. Swab test negative. Treated with Bromfed, Flomax for asthma, doing much better.
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10. VL, is a 35-year-old woman who put cotton swab in her ear and part of the swab got stuck and it had to be irrigated out with peroxide and saline; nevertheless, doing well, on Ciprodex. Liked the doctor very much.
11. MF, 4-year-old with eye redness, diagnosed with allergic conjunctivitis. No treatment. Swab tests were negative.
12. EP, 48-year-old, after the patient fell at home, could not breathe with chest wall pain. Vital signs stable. O2 sat stable. Toradol given. Chest x-ray negative. Diagnosed with chest wall contusion and was sent home.
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
