Dear Dr. Reichmann.

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mr. Michael who would like to go by Jim and his wife Roberta, since he is hard of hearing she participated with the telemedicine visit.  She states that he was hospitalized in November with pneumonia, but he was stabilized and discharged and is feeling fine at this point.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  He does have known COPD, but does not require oxygen.  No orthopnea or PND.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.  He does require two canes for ambulation.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed and is unchanged from his previous visit.
Physical Examination:  Weight is 170 pounds.  Blood pressure122/68.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done March 7, 2023, creatinine is 1.8 which is stable, estimated GFR is 35, albumin 3.7, calcium is 9.4, sodium 140, potassium 4.6, carbon dioxide 31, phosphorus 2.9, hemoglobin 13.4, normal white count, and platelets 136,000.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease stable overtime, no progression and no symptoms of uremia.
2. Hypertensive cardiomyopathy without decompensation.
3. COPD stable.
4. History of bladder stone removal and TURP.
5. History of pulmonary emboli, currently off anticoagulation.  The patient will continue to have lab studies done every three months and he will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
