The patient presents with history of congestion, slight sore throat, cough for the past two days with associated myalgia and lethargy.
He sees Dr. Basaldua, PCP in Kingwood.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has history of hypertension, diabetes, high lipid disease.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: History of fusion in the neck and the back.
MEDICATIONS: On multiple medications, see chart.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
Flu and COVID tests were ordered which were negative.
The patient requested injections, given Rocephin and dexamethasone and also Medrol Dosepak and Z-PAK.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Influenza non-type A/B.

PLAN: Follow up with PCP and as needed.
