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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 78-year-old white male that underwent right nephrectomy for a papillary urothelial carcinoma high-grade involving the right renal pelvis and extension into the ureter. There was no invasion in the surgical margins. The surgery was done in November 2022, in Celebration Hospital. Prior to the surgery, the serum creatinine was 1.4 and right now in the latest laboratory workup the patient continued to have a serum creatinine of 2 and an estimated GFR that is around 30 mL/min. There is no evidence of proteinuria. The patient is following a low-sodium diet, plant-based and avoiding preserved food and industrial production of food.
2. The patient has coronary artery disease, history of atrial fibrillation post WATCHMAN procedure. He states that he got four stents in December 2022 by Dr. Jones. The patient has not had any episodes of congestive heart failure. He has not been short of breath and he has lost 5 more pounds. He is almost at the ideal body weight.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control. Today, the blood pressure is 122/70.

4. Diabetes mellitus that is under control.

5. Hyperlipidemia that is managed with the administration of statins.

6. History of carcinoma of the prostate that was excised 10 years ago. The patient is going to have a cystoscopy in two weeks by Dr. Arciola. The patient has the report for the CT of the abdomen that was done on 03/08/2023, in which there is no evidence of relapse of neoplastic disease.

Reevaluation in six months with lab.
