DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 71-year-old white male that is a patient of Mr. William Gill, PA-C that was referred to the office for evaluation of the kidney function. There was some fluctuation in the GFR. We had the opportunity to order an ultrasound of the retroperitoneal area. The kidneys are normal in size. There is no evidence of obstruction, calcification and there is no evidence of hyperechogenicity. In other words, this is a normal retroperitoneal ultrasound. The urinalysis was completely clear. The albumin creatinine ratio was 4, which is completely normal. There is no evidence of selective or nonselective proteinuria and the estimated GFR is more than 60 mL/min. The serum creatinine reported on 02/06/2023, was 1.1 mg%. This patient does not have any kidney compromise, adequate kidney function.

2. The blood pressure is under control. Today, blood pressure was 138/77.

3. History of hyperlipidemia that is under control.

4. The patient has a history of cardiovascular disease that is followed by the cardiologist.

5. History of meningioma that was excised at Tampa General Hospital and the patient has postsurgical seizures that had been treated successfully. We are going to return Mr. Archer to the care of Mr. Gill.
