The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  On October 18, 2020, the patient was in Twentynine Palms, California.  The patient fell off a three-story building.  The patient went to the third floor and fell off the building.  The patient immediately had loss of consciousness.  The patient hit the head.  The patient tells me that he has significant trauma to the jaw and spine.  The patient has facial trauma.  As a matter of fact, the patient became paraplegic due to T6-7 spinal cord injury.  The patient was sedated for next two to three weeks.  The patient woke up, with confusion and disorientation.  The patient has amnesia of the event.
The patient currently has significant memory deficit.  The patient has amnesia of the event.  He also has significant headaches.  The patient is now paralyzed.  The patient is not able to move his legs.  The patient is paraplegic.
The patient is currently not working.  The patient is still in active duty for the Marines.  The patient is paraplegic from the trauma.
These symptoms are affecting his work.  The patient is not able to perform his work as a marine well because of his paraplegia and also with the significant memory loss.
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
