CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of left-sided facial tingling.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that for past few days he has noticed numbness and tingling of the right side of the face, it lasts for few seconds, it comes frequently and this started six days ago.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, dizziness, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or skin rashes.
The patient stated that he is concerned about these symptoms. They have never happened to him before.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for impaired fasting blood glucose and chronic kidney disease.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on pravastatin 10 mg once a day, which he stopped few months ago.

SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

ALLERGIES: Penicillin.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father has COPD and passed away. Mother had diabetes mellitus and passed away.
PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed in detail.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he has three adult children. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. He is a lab supervisor and nutrition is low-carb and low-fat healthy diet.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals numbness on the right side of the lips especially upper and lower without any deformity.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

Musculoskeletal examination is within normal limits.

Skin is healthy without any rashes.

PSYCHOLOGICAL: The patient appears stable and has normal affect.
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
