CHIEF COMPLAINT

1. “I have lumps under my arm.”
2. Followup of low thyroid.

3. Followup of hypertension.

4. Followup of diabetes.

5. Gastroesophageal reflux.
6. History of carotid stenosis, has not changed much.
7. Followup of recent abscess lower extremity.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Henderson is a very nice 64-year-old gentleman, retried, comes in today with above-mentioned symptoms for the past few days. The patient has had no fever or chills. The patient complains of using a different deodorant, now he has got some lumps and bumps under his both axilla. He does not have any lumps or bumps anywhere else or any symptoms of lymphadenopathy.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypogonadism, hyperlipidemia, gastroesophageal reflux, hypertension, low thyroid, and diabetes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Heart stent placement and hernia.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed opposite page and the medication he has plenty at home.

COVID IMMUNIZATION: Up-to-date x 3.

MAINTENANCE EXAM: Cologuard is up-to-date.

FAMILY HISTORY: No significant change, mainly coronary artery disease and atherosclerosis.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Cold symptoms and sniffles along with lesions that were mentioned earlier.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Weight 213 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 98.1. Respirations: 16. Pulse 70. Blood pressure 150/80.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion. TMs are clear. Posterior pharynx is clear.

NECK: Shows no JVD.
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HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. The patient does have what looks like hydradenitis of both axilla.
2. No other lymphadenopathy noted in the neck or groin.

3. He had Augmentin 875 mg b.i.d. for hydradenitis.

4. Rocephin 1 g now.

5. Check blood work.

6. Check PSA.

7. Gastroesophageal reflux.

8. Return in two weeks to go over blood test.

9. Findings were discussed with the patient at length before leaving.

10. Meds as before, but no new medication given and he has plenty of meds at home.
