HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 10-year-old young man mother brings him in with complaints of dry itchy skin on the bottom of the right foot. He has had this off and on for five months. He also has some dry skin, seems to be cracking causing him some additional irritation and also has the same between the toes of that right foot as well. No other issues verbalized. He has not recently been ill, not running any fevers, eating well, normal play activity is noticed by mother. Once again, no other issues.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: MILK.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and sibling.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well nourished, well developed, and in no distress whatsoever.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 136/71, pulse 92, respirations 16, temperature 98.1, oxygenation 96%, and current weight 139 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Normal respiratory pattern is observed.

ABDOMEN: Mildly obese, soft, and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Examination of bilateral feet: Left foot plantar surface within normal limits. Right foot plantar surface displays tinea fungal infection between the toes and also on the bottom of the foot with associated cracking and fissuring although minor.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Tinea pedis. The patient will receive nystatin cream to be applied twice a day. I have asked mother to take a picture before she applies the cream when she first starts treatment and that will be either today or tomorrow and then come back to clinic in three weeks for a followup and bring her telephone with her and show me that same picture.

2. Mother understands plan of care. She will return to clinic in three weeks with him.
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
