HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 10-year-old male patient. Mother is stating that her son has been exposed to the H. pylori infection as the mother’s father, his grandfather has been diagnosed with H. pylori GI infection.

Once again, this patient offers no complaint. He does have some abdominal upset when he eats spicy pizza, but that is the extent of his discomfort and he tolerates that well, it passes shortly thereafter.

Once again, no other issues. No nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.

No abdominal pain.

Normal voiding and bowel movements.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: ADHD, bipolar and insomnia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Clonidine.

ALLERGIES: ADDERALL and PENICILLIN.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 124/71, pulse 70, respirations 16, temperature 97.5, oxygenation 100% on room air, and current weight 93 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur. Regular rate and rhythm.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Bowel sounds are present. Abdomen is nontender both to light and deeper palpation, normal exam.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Exposure to H. pylori. The patient has no symptoms at this point. Mother will continue to monitor and they will return to clinic if needed.
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
